There are three exercises that evaluate stamina and comfort ihe water, each rated by points._The diver
must successfully complete all stations and score a minimuof 9 points to pass the test.

Stamina Exercise 1:500 Yard Swim

The diver must swim 500 yards without stopping, using forward stroke and without using any swim aids
such as dive mask, swim goggles, fins, snorkels or flatmn devices. Stopping or standing up in the shallow
end of the pool at any point during this exercise will corigute a failure of this evaluation station.
